Objec)ve: To contribute to poverty reduc/on and be\er protec/on and promo/on of rights and voices, par/cularly for young people, women and 
vulnerable people and groups, by promo/ng a culture of public informa/on disclosure, strengthening democra/c par/cipa/on, and transparency and 
accountability within the Decentralisa/on and De-concentra/on framework in Cambodia, par/cularly in the targeted Commune and District Councils, and 
advoca/ng for equitable and sustainable public policy.
